The above Cell
will meet once in a month and review all the complaints received and take/suggest
remedial measures. Students are hereby requested to lodge a complaint with
committee co-ordinator if there is any discrimination based on social origin.

coaching, training and employment of SC/ST, suffering economic, social and

educational deprivations.
